Best Overall Campaign

Award Description

No nomination form is required.  This award will be calculated by United Way based on figures received by year end, December 31, 2010.

The Best Overall Campaign Award will be presented to organizations in three (3) categories:

1. 10-100 employees

2. 101-499 employees

3. 500 or more employees

Requirements for this award are:

1.  Your organization conducts an employee campaign
2. Your results are reported by the Victory Celebration on November 18, 2010
This award will recognize the result of an organization’s United Way campaign efforts.  Organizations will be ranked compared to their peers by numerically evaluating the following criteria:

1. Employee per capita giving levels (35% weight)
2. Employee % growth over 2005 giving levels (30% weight)

3. Employee dollars raised (25% weight) 
4. Total dollars raised (10% weight)
Rookie Campaign of the Year

Award Description

No nomination form is required.  The “Rookie Campaign of the Year” will be awarded for new employee campaigns as part of the Best Overall Campaign award.  Criteria for this award are as follows:

1. Employee per capita giving (40% weight)

2. Employee dollars raised (40% weight)

3. Total dollars raised (20% weight)

Campaign Chair Award

Award Description

No nomination is required for this award.

The “Campaign Chair Award” is given at the discretion of the campaign chair.
Bill DeFouw Campaign Leadership Award

Award Description

No nomination is required for this award.

This award honors the memory of Bill DeFouw who was a leader in promoting United Way.  It recognizes an individual who sets an example through his or her role as an active campaigner.

Volunteer of the Year Award

Award Description

No nomination is required for this award.

This award recognizes an individual whose exemplary volunteer service has set him or her apart.
